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Characterization and Control of the Quality of Protein Crystals
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Abstract: High quality protein crystals are essential to high resolution X-ray and neutron
protein crystallography. To understand the mechanism of protein crystallization
contributes to obtain such crystals, and we discussed how the orientation of protein
molecules in a unit cell correlates to the quality of crystals and several trials and results
have been reported.
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
